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In a letter to her daughter, Flora Naylor, Helen wrote...”Dad (Donald) was from near Wick ten miles along
the coast towards Thurso, and about 20 from Wick and 21 from Thurso. | was from between Duncansbay
Head and Dunnet Head, Dad was from between Duncansbay Head and Moss Head to the East, | a bit further

west both from the coast on Pentland Firth”.
